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Mubaashir Uqdah accepted Al-Islam in Plainfield New Jersey in 1977 under the 

leadership of Imam W. Deen Mohammed. From the moment he became a Muslim he has 

been an avid student of Al-Islam and the commentary of Imam W. Deen Mohammed and 

an active worker in the community.

− He is Founder and Coordinator of the NJ Muslim E-mail Network, a service that 
distributes advertisement for events and businesses throughout New Jersey and 

Philadelphia and other parts of the country via other associated networks.  

− He is working with believers to preserve the lectures of Imam W. Deen Mohammed 

by converting old tapes to .mp3 files and scanning the lectures of Imam Mohammed 

from the centerfolds of the Muslim Journals from 1975 through 2008. 

− Imam Mohammed publicly stated that brother Uqdah’s writings are required reading 

for all of his students.
